Mather Audacity Cheat Sheet

Set Up

On the Computer

Start Menu- Control Panel- Sounds and Audio Devices- Audio Tab- Make sure that the Sound Playback and Sound recording device are both set to US-122. That is the audio interface. 

On the Tascam US 122

Phantom Power off. Direct Switch on. Input Left knob up. Mic./Line Selected. Phones knob up. Line out knob down. Direct Monitor knob up. 

Speakers plugged into the phones output and turned on and volume up

Audacity Tips.

Save your project immediately to the desktop so that it doesn’t get lost.

You can only hear your project if you are using Audacity. To put it on a CD or MP3 player, you have to export the file. Choose File- Export as MP3. Don’t export as a wav file. Wav files are very large, and you won’t need audio of that quality for this project

If you record a section and you want to start another section right where you left off, set the cursor at that point on the timeline and press record. Otherwise it will start from the beginning. 

If you screw up, you can select the part that you want to cut and choose Edit- Cut. You can also choose Edit- Split and it will cut the selected part and put it on another track

To zoom out on your selection, hold the control key and use the scroll wheel on the mouse. 

Rename your tracks and keep them organized.

You can Copy and Paste just like in Microsoft Office applications. 

You can adjust the recording levels  by speaking closer to the mic, turning op the mic inout on the US-122 or adjusting the microphone input slider on Audacity. 

When recording, it might be a good idea to have one person read with the mic and another plug the headphones into the phones output jack and work the computer to monitor the levels.
